1. You must complete the confidential Registration Form enclosed and mail it to
LAYSB.

2. Please call The Job Connection coordinators, Tovah Marek with LAYSB at
651.464.3685 or Andria Sterbentz with FLASCE at 651.982.8328, with any
guestions that you might have throughout your involvement.

3. Youth in our program are 12-17 years old. They have all been through an
orientation session, along with at least one parent/guardian. We encourage
you to give the younger kids a chance to work. They are as competent as the
older kids, and often more available.

4. You are responsible for contacting the youth to make arrangements for your
tasks to be completed & letting LAYSB know if the names provided were not
available to work for you. We will then provide you with a different list of
youth to contact.

6. It is crucial to our record keeping that you contact LAYSB to share with us the
date & name of youth hired to complete a job.

7. Itis required that you provide supervision and instruction to the youth in
order to ensure that the youth is completing the job correctly & safely.

8. You are also expected to provide any tools or supplies needed for the job(s).
If the worker uses their own lawn mower or other supplies, we ask that you

pay an extra amount to cover the use of the equipment.

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9. You can negotiate what would be an appropriate wage with the youth. The
following wages are merely suggestions set by LAYSB & FLASCE to give you an
idea of what the youth may be expecting to be paid.

12-14 years of age......... $6.00 per hour
15-17 years of age......... $7.00 per hour
Lawn mowing............... Set S Amount, Depending on Yard Size

10. It is expected that you pay the youth at the completion of each job,
even if they are hired on an on-going basis.

11. Youth are independent contractors, not employees of LAYSB or FLASCE,
which means you assume all liability regarding the work they do at your
home.
